Sea Changes and Summer Transitions 
 
For most of my ministry August has been an annual respite from parish life. 
Much of the month is spent on holiday at the beach with family and allows 
for a more free-flowing lifestyle. It is a time for ignoring email, turning off the 
cell phone and leaving the wristwatch behind. The day’s activities are dictated 
by the tides and the weather. Swimming, biking, running and walking provide 
physical exercise and reading provides mental stimulation. And there is always 
time for personal reflection on both vocation and family.  
 
I expect that, in many regards, this August will be no different than those of 
previous years, excepting one major event that marks a sea change for my 
own ministry at Christ Church. When we departed for family vacation in late-
July, both Abigail and I were serving at Christ Church. When we return to Christ Church in late-August, it 
will be time to say goodbye to Abigail and celebrate her seven years of ministry as Associate Rector for 
Pastoral & Community Ministries.  
 
I imagine that the celebration of Abigail’s ministry on September 5th will be a wonderful event, yet I also 
know that, for me, it will be bittersweet. Abigail and I have worked together for the past ten years - three on 
the staff of a large urban parish, St. Chrysostom’s, in Chicago and seven years at Christ Church in St. 
Michaels. Throughout ten years of parish ministry - with changes in staffing, changes in national church 
policy, and changes in the economy - Abigail and my working together has always been a constant. While I 
was the Rector and Abigail was the Associate Rector, our ministries were very much complementary, 
intertwined and based on a clergy team model. During Abigail’s time at Christ Church she introduced new 
programs such as Stephen Ministry, Rite 13/J2A, Final Fridays, Lemonade on the Lawn/Cider in the Hall, 
led many parish retreats and partnered Christ Church with Habitat for Humanity. Abigail’s energy and 
enthusiasm for ministry are infectious and I will miss working with her. So, indeed, this month marks a time 
of change for both this parish as well as for our family. 
 
In September we will begin a new program year with a new clergy team.  Mary Garner has accepted a call to 
become our new Associate Rector. As such, she has transitioned from 15 hours per week to full time status 
and has clergy oversight for our Parish & Community Life and Pastoral Care ministry areas. I will have 
primary oversight for Worship & Music and Stewardship. The other ministry areas of Outreach & Wider 
Mission and Christian Formation will be shared between us.  
 
I look forward to working with Mary as we ready ourselves to begin a new program year this coming 
September. Summer is beginning to wind down as we work our way through August and soon the children  
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will be back at school. We are beginning a new journey at Christ Church and trusting in God’s continued 
guidance and support in our common life together.

Continuing Journey 
 
Growing up in New England means growing up with Robert McCloskey: One Morning in Maine, Blueberries for 
Sal, Burt Dow: Deep-Water Man, Homer Price, Make Way for Ducklings.  Since childhood my favorite has been 
Time of Wonder which tells the story of a pair of sisters and their summer on an island off the coast of Maine.  
It starts like this:  
 

Out on the islands that poke their rocky shores above the waters of Penobscot Bay, you can 
watch the time of the world go by, from minute to minute, hour to hour, from day to day, 
season to season. 

 
What follows is the tale of summer discovery and adventure that makes childhood so much fun.  Through 
illustrations and prose, McCloskey details the ins and outs of life on an island through the eyes of two young 
girls: rain, fog, lobster boats, swimming from glacier hewn rocks, sailing all day, an evening row by flashlight, 
a hurricane and its aftermath and more.  It is a charming story and I love 
each part, but the best is the conclusion when the family is packing up to 
go home at the end of the summer.  The children help with one last chore 
in the garden and pack up their treasures and the book closes like this: 
 

Then ―All aboard!‖ and around Deer Island, past Birch Island, 
past Pumpkin Island, and across Eggamoggin Reach, for the last 
time this year.  Take a farewell look at the waves and sky.  Take a 
farewell sniff of the salty sea.  A little bit sad about the place you 
are leaving, a little bit glad about the place you are going.  It is a 
time of quiet wonder - for wondering, for instance: Where do 
hummingbirds go in a hurricane.   

 
By now you know that I find God in all sorts of places and within each 
person I meet.  I am drawn to the natural world and adore exploring and wondering and allowing myself to 
be in awe.  I treasure relationships because through them I am supported, sustained and stretched.  My 
seven years as Associate Rector at Christ Church have been full of discovery and rich in experiences, and it 
is only after a great deal of thought and prayer that I have decided to step away from my role on staff at this 
time.  Serving alongside each of you has been a privilege and a real joy and there is so much that I will miss.  
Still, I know it is the right decision for my family right now.   
 
So I look forward to continuing ministry in new ways because this is not farewell forever but rather a change 
for now.  I am not really going anywhere but rather am shifting my focus a bit as I strive to discern and 
respond to God’s call.  As with most transitions I am a little sad and wistful but also a little glad and excited.  
And just like in the story it is sort of a time of wonder.  Being a person of faith is like that. 
 
Finally, I want to thank each of you for all that you have given to me.  I thank you for allowing me to be a 
part of your lives in so many ways and for your kind and meaningful words since learning of my departure.  
It is truly so very important to me.  Jesus tells us to love God and our neighbor.  At Christ Church I have 
deepened my understanding of what that means and have enjoyed every moment.  Thank you.  I love you.  
Here’s to the continuing journey!

Short Term DISCIPLE Bible Study - Introduction 
to Romans 
 
Exploring how people have interpreted the book of 
Romans through the ages is a good lens to view the 
history of Christianity itself. Compare what Paul 
writes in Romans to what theologians like Augustine, 
Luther and Calvin say in trying to understand Paul in 
their time. At the end of this study, the group will 
have a more informed commitment to Paul’s radical 
vision of God’s relationship to both Christians and 
Jews and to their relationship to each other, thanks 
to the "love of God in Christ Jesus." 
 
The weekly video segments first present text read 
aloud against a backdrop of a wide variety of church 
settings, followed by a conversation between a 
church historian and a church theologian about the 
text. The second weekly video is led by story teller, 
Michael Williams, who shares snapshot views of how 
Romans has been read throughout history. 
 
Chris Whyman will facilitate this study which will be 
held on Monday evenings starting in September. To 
sign up, please call Carol in the church office or let 
Chris know.

My El Hogar Story – Bill Corba 

 
El Hogar continues to tug at my heart and be a mission I cherish. My 
short story is very personal. 

I have sponsored a boy, Alexis (Lexi) since 2006. Lexi and I 
reconnected on June 14th, his 13th birthday (OK...I'll admit, I believe 
in destiny).  He remembered me after a little while.  Our days were 
filled with work (the team repainted the dorm at the Technical 
School) and the evenings were spent with the kids.  Lexi and I played 
baseball and basketball.  Our baseball bat was a broken broom stick 
and we used a tennis ball. The pitcher's mound was a mud puddle. 
Basketball was played in a light rain....who cared?  We had the time of 
our lives.  Laughs and hugs filled the week.  On our last day, Lexi was distant and seemed sad. We sat together 
for a bit. At the kid’s morning prayer circle, Lexi sat outside the circle. The teacher approached Lexi and 
ultimately Lexi was allowed to leave the circle and sit with me. We sat together as the El Hogar van was loaded 
with our luggage. This is a picture of that last time together.  I think many of you know that most of these 
children do no have fathers and some have no one.  Lexi falls into that first category.  For many reasons, I 
have never been fortunate enough to have a child. But as I left Lexi and El Hogar that day, I think I finally got 
that child/parent unconditional love thing.  I am writing this over two days since I left Lexi.  My heart still 
aches with a sadness and yet an emotional high I cannot describe.

El Hogar Work Trip 2010 – Alison Sanford 

 
Chloe, James, Ned, Eddie, and I drove to BWI in the wee hours of Saturday, June 12.  There we looked for Conner, 
Bill’s nephew, who we had not met but knew to be a 16 year old with size 16 feet.  The six of us flew to Miami where 
we met Bill, arriving from Honolulu, and Wally, arriving from Texas.  And our group of eight was complete.   
 
Upon arriving in Tegucigalpa, we were met by Richard Kunz, Executive Director of El Hogar, who served as volunteer 
coordinator for the week.  Richard is a wonderfully witty and dedicated man who retired from his parish in Princeton, 
NJ seven years ago to serve at El Hogar.  He always wears a smile, which turns even brighter when he is with the kids. 
 
Our days were spent painting two enormous common area rooms and three bedrooms in the dormitory at the technical 
school.  We went through 30 gallons of paint and reached the highest areas by connecting extension poles together and 
using a very (very!) high ladder (this would NOT have been union sanctioned).  
 
In the evenings, we played with the kids - basketball, string games, hopscotch, jump rope, marbles, baseball and 
―scatch‖ (a game played with a fuzzy ball and Velcro-covered paddles).  Much of the play was group play, but we also 
had the opportunity to spend some time with individual kids who were participating in a reading program.  One child 
who read to me was 9 year old Reina.  When we first met, she was timid and a little embarrassed to read.  But by day 
two, she was trying everything to spend more time with me.  After reading three books, we played hand-clapping games 
and viewed all of the photos on my camera.  I loved my time with her.  And I know she relished the one on one time, 
but she also admitted that the more time we spent together, the less time she had to be in math class! 
 
Among all of the laughter and smiles that week, there was some sadness.  I looked for Oslin, a shy boy I remembered 
from previous years.  He was  not there and on the third day, I casually  asked one of the teachers about him.  I was told 



  
 
 
 
 

 
 

Back to School Needs to Expand – Judy Sandground 

 
Poverty doesn’t go away as a child ages.  Such an obvious statement, yet in our Back to School program 
which provides school supplies and support to the neediest children of St. Michaels and Tilghman elementary 
schools, we have unintentionally ignored that reality.  Our focus on the elementary schools has caused us to 
turn our backs on the same children whom we have helped after they move on to middle and high school.  
Ten years ago when Christ Church began this outreach, five and six year old children felt the warmth of our 
care.  Today these children are fifteen and sixteen and they have lost their safety net. 
 
In June I met with the media specialist (or librarian) at St. Michaels Middle & High Schools.  She is a young 
woman full of enthusiasm and with a big heart.  After observing many students without the necessary paper, 
pencils, folders and notebooks, she started a school store.  Out of her pocket she buys supplies, keeps them 
in the library, and sells them for half of what she pays.  Sometimes when she knows the student has no 
money she gives them the supplies.  She reports that what may appear to be a student’s indifference or 
irresponsibility is in many cases pride and the lack of resources to come to school prepared.  To make sure 
students are equipped, she has advised the middle and high school teachers to see her if they notice a student 
without supplies.  She is thankful for the college-ruled paper and notebooks we donated last year. 
 
She told me that in seventh and eighth grades, many parents cannot afford the needed school materials.  The 
students are too young to work yet they still must have paper, notebooks and pencils to succeed in school.  
In high school, parental attitudes are often that you are old enough to care for yourself.  Some high school 
students are not living at home but renting from relatives.  They get free breakfast and lunch at school, but 
are responsible for their clothing, lap top computer fees and for seniors, caps and gowns for graduation.  In 
upper grades there are also field trip expenses associated with class work and with activities such as band and 
chorus. There is not much extra time to work but they do work.  And there is not much extra money for 
school supplies.  Our checks made payable to Christ Church with Back to School on the memo line will 
make a big difference in these children’s lives.  
 
ALL of these students need our assistance – the little ones in elementary school and the older ones in middle 
and high school.  They are our neighbors.  This gift of care is a tangible way for us to follow Christ’s 
instructions to love our neighbors as ourselves.

that his mother pulled him out of El Hogar because she needed him to sell her home-made tortillas to bring home 
$2-3 per day.  This sort of short-sighted desperation, where an intelligent child with enormous potential makes the 
sacrifice so that his family can survive, is something El Hogar is constantly battling.  And truth be told, sometimes 
they lose.    
 
We had an ice cream sundae party for the kids and staff on our last night.  And the next morning, they organized a 
send-off celebration, complete with a marimba band from the tech school.  The kids sang to us, thanked us, and we 
said goodbye to each other with many hugs and some tears.  
 
The trip ended much like it began.  Members of the group had different destinations, and our group of eight became 
a group of three at BWI.  It seemed strange not to be together anymore.  Our group was great and each member 
brought different things to and away from El Hogar that week.  I find myself missing them even now.  And I miss 
the kids.  El Hogar is an easy place to be.  The children are happy and safe.  They are loved.  And they know it. 
 
This trip just keeps getting better and better.   

 



Docents' Guild – Linda Makosky

Mark employed his lettering skills to inscribe our mission statement on the first 
page.  Then Mark offered a prayer of dedication, asking for a blessing and concluding "grant that as your 
saints and angels always serve you in heaven, so may we worship you acceptably on earth; through Jesus 
Christ our Lord. Amen." 
 
The old Boorum & Pease ledger lasted in good shape for nine years and we expect the same of the new 
one.  According to the inside cover description "the pages are thread sewn, meaning they are bound to stay 
bound".
